FIRST AID RESPONDERS – RESPONSIBILITIES AND AGREEMENT:


Being a First Aid Responder is a very important position that carries a lot of responsibility. Prior to receiving training to be a First Aid Responder, you must truly be ready and willing to respond to emergency situations at work. Please review these responsibilities prior to agreeing to be a Responder.

1. Someone trained in first aid must always be on site when the facility is in operation.
2. Responders MUST be willing and able to respond to any and all emergencies. Any person who is not willing to respond when needed will not be a First Aid Responder.
3. Responders must know where first aid supplies are located.
4. Responders must insure that supplies are adequate.
5. Responders must properly respond to all injuries and be responsive to all complaints. HOWEVER, if an injury obviously requires medical attention, get the person to the Treating Physician, or as needed call 911 immediately! 

6. If medical attention is needed, responders must ensure that someone accompanies the person to the Treating Physician.

7. Responders must know who the Treating Physicians are for the facility.

8. Responders must have Return to Work Packets available AND must ensure that each person needing medical attention is provided with a packet to take with them to the Treating Physician.

9. Responders must have Incident Investigation Forms available. They must ensure that the investigation process is initiated by management to identify and correct all unsafe conditions and actions that may exist.

10. Responders are “empowered” to ensure that all unsafe conditions and actions are corrected; they are not to leave unsafe situations “open” after an incident. Responders are to involve facility management, the safety committee, and, if necessary, senior management in resolving unsafe situations in an appropriate manner.

11. Responders should intervene if they are aware of hazards or concerns that could result in an injury: they are to prevent the injury! The process outlined in step #10 is to be used.

12. Responders must know how to protect themselves and others from exposure to bloodborne pathogens.
